· Predict vocabulary which may occur in the article; this can help reduce the "processing load"—the amount of new information you need to cover in order to understand the text.

· Think about how much you know about the background to the story. If you know very little, you will look for this information in the article. If you know a lot, you might skim over parts of the text which provide readers with this information.

· Identify questions you want the text to answer; this will give you a "reason for reading" the text.

Kim Hyo Jin, a timid junior high school student, stood before her American teacher fidgeting. The smiling teacher held up a green pepper and asked in clear, enunciated Eng​lish: "What is this?" 2 "Peemang!" the South Korean teenager blurted out, then covered her mouth with a hand as if to stop—too late—the Korean word that had left her mouth.
Mortified, she tried again. Without looking the teacher in the eye, she held both her hands out and asked, this time in English: "May I have green pepper?" 4 Kim took the vegetable with a bow, and darted back to her giggling classmates—beaming and feeling relieved that she had successfully taken a small first step toward demolish​ing what South Koreans consider one of their biggest weaknesses in global competitiveness: the fear of speaking in English to Westerners.
Kim was among 300 junior high school students going through a wecklong training in this new "English Village." Built a few kilometers from the western border with North Korea, the government-subsidized language camp is, at 280,000 square meters, or 3 million square feet, the largest of its kind in the world, officials say.
The complex—where the motto is, "We produce global Koreans!"—looks like a minitown scooped up from a Eu​ropean country and transplanted into this South Korean countryside dotted with pine groves, rice paddies and mili​tary barbed-wire fences. It has its own immigration office, city hall, bookstore, cafeteria, gym, a main street with Western storefronts, police officers and a live-in population of 160 native English speakers. All signs are in English, the only language allowed.
Here, on a six-day immersion course that charges stu​dents 80,000 won, or $82, apiece, pupils check in to a hotel, shop, take cooking lessons and make music videos— all in English. There are language cops around, punishing students speaking Korean with a fine in the village cur​rency or red dots on their village passports. To relieve the stress, the authorities do permit students to speak their na​tive tongue a few times during their stay, usually at meal​times.
Across South Korea, the English Villages are sprouting up. Ten are already operating, with more on the way. They represent the latest big push in South Korean parents' multibillion-dollar-a-year campaign to give their children a leg up in conquering English skills.

Despite the fact that South Korea has very few natural resources, it realized early on that it must push exports and produce high-quality work forces. Education is an obses​sion. Mastering English is a nationwide quest from kids to office minions in corporate giants like Samsung and Hyundai.
"It's funny because Koreans know English," said Jeffrey Jones, former president of the American Chamber of Commerce in Korea who heads the Paju complex. "They can read, probably better than I can. However, they have trouble speaking."
Although they spend a lot of time learning English, when many Koreans see a Westerner coming their way on the street, they detour or run away.
South Korea has become one of the most aggressive countries in Asia at teaching English to its citizens. Outside the school system, parents are paying an estimated 10 tril​lion won a year to help their children learn English at home or abroad.
Nevertheless many college graduates falter in chats with native speakers. South Korean officials arc often ac​cused of grouping together in international conferences, afraid to mix with native English speakers. That, linguists say, is a result of a national school system that traditionally stresses reading and rote memorization of English gram​mar and vocabulary at the expense of conversation.
In Korea University of Seoul, 30 percent of all classes are now in English. Speaking English with a native accent has become a status symbol.

Have foreign MBA, will travel in Chinese business

Insead, one of the top European business schools, based in Fontainebleau, near Paris, opened an Asian campus in Singapore several years ago. This autumn, if all goes ac​cording to plan, it will take an additional step into the Asian market, with the introduction of an executive MBA program in China, offered jointly with Tsinghua Univer​sity, of Beijing.
"The Chinese believe very strongly that China is unique and therefore they should learn something on China in China," Hellmut Schutte, the dean of the Singapore cam​pus, said in an interview.
"That is understandable," he continued. "American business schools are dominating the field with their way of business thinking, which is all very interesting but is not al​ways applicable back in China's state-owned enterprises. But at the same time, students appreciate they need to learn about global practice. This is why many local schools are now offering joint programs with international business schools. Students can get the best of both worlds."
The program may make life easier for Steve Mullinjer, a recruiter in Shanghai for Heidrick & Struggles, an interna​tional executive search firm based in Chicago. "Foreign-trained executives that can prove they can adapt their learned skill sets to the local market are in rare supply, but in great demand," Mullinjer said.
MBA-holders with international exposure are increas​ingly in demand in China, a country that has created plenty of successful, self-taught entrepreneurs, but few with much experience of Western-style best-management practices.
As Chinese companies face increasing international competition in their own backyard, while simultaneously taking on the outside world, the limitations of their senior executives' understanding of Western practices can often weigh them down.
A few years ago, many Chinese executives would have jumped at the opportunity to study abroad, but now they are hesitant to leave, for fear that they will not only lose touch with the country's fast evolving economic realities, but also lose precious business contacts and networks.
The management consulting firm McKinsey estimates that Chinese companies, given the global aspirations that many nurture, will need 75,000 leaders who can work ef​fectively in global environments over the next 10 to 15

years, compared with the 3,000 to 5,000 that they have now.
"When you add on top of that the hiring needs of multinationals doing business in China, you can imagine the vast demand for executive talent in the country," said Jevan Soo, McKinsey's manager of Asia-Pacific recruiting, in Shanghai.
In the short-term, companies are coping through a variety of mechanisms, including continuing to bring both Chinese and non-Chinese expatriates from overseas, and developing local hires from entry-level positions to mana​gerial roles.
"However, the long-term solution will require a shift in the Chinese education system to increasingly emphasize the practical skills and the English language skills that global companies require," Soo said.
Foreign universities have been quick to pick up on the trend, and in the last couple of years joint-executive educa​tion programs have flourished.
Insead's intended partner in its executive MBA pro​gram, Tsinghua, one of the top Chinese universities, al​ready offers an international MBA program in collabora​tion with the Massachusetts Institute of Technology's Sloan School of Management. Graduates of the program earn a Tsinghua MBA and a Sloan certificate.
But, Schutte said, the Insead-Tsinghua qualification would be the first dual-degree executive MBA offered by top international and Chinese business schools in China.
"Most multinational firms are still hiring in relatively small numbers at Chinese MBA schools as compared to their hiring levels at U.S. and European MBA schools," Soo, of McKinsey, said. "However, it is only a matter of time before Chinese schools close this gap."

The room is lined with vintage ashtrays, delicate lighters, matches and pens shaped like cigarettes. The cent, naturally, is of smoke.
Chicago's smoking ban took effect this week, but it was hard to know that from inside the gleaming lounge along Milwaukee Avenue in a hip neighborhood on the North Side. Here, under glass, are thick jars of tobacco—Oriental Rose, The Empress, The Earl—poured lovingly into white smoking papers by tobacco's answer to the coffee shop barista.
At the very moment smokers around Chicago were learn​ing not to light up on train platforms, in sports stadiums and in some restaurants, a subsidiary of R. J. Reynolds Tobacco Company was preparing for the grand opening on Thursday of its answer to the smoke-free set: the Marshall McGearty Tobacco Lounge, what its creators intend to be the nation's first upscale, luxury lounge dedicated to the smoking of ciga​rettes, especially a new R. J. Reynolds variety.
The timing, Brian Stebbins, a senior marketing director at R. J. Reynolds, said, was purely coincidental. And the shop, he insists, does not fall under the city's new ban since it fits the exempt category of a "tobacco retail store," even though it also sells alcoholic drinks, cheese plates and espresso drinks.
"That's incidental," Mr. Stebbins said, as he wandered the lounge on Wednesday, pointing out the dark wood, the marble bar, the cozy seats by a fireplace. "This is about a select, super premium brand of cigarettes, just like what we've seen with the super premium tier of beer, wine, chocolate and pastries. It's about elegance and having fun."
Not so much fun for those here who fought for the smoking ban—one of the growing number of such restric​tions around the country—who said they found the lounge puzzling, disconcerting and possibly illegal.
Some antismoking advocates nationally said they worried that the Chicago store might mark a new front in the tobacco industry's efforts to market their products as glamorous, particularly to a young, cutting-edge audience, despite efforts by the industry to comply with a 1998 set​tlement agreement with scores of states that limits advertis​ing. "It's trying to get an 18-to-25 demographic here, to make smoking seem desirable, attractive, like a secret club," said Bronson Frick, associate director for Americans for Nonsmokers' Rights, a group based in Berkeley, Calif.
Regardless, on Wednesday afternoon, Sean Fahey, 29, wandered by, stood at the smoking bar and sucked deeply and quizzically on his first Oriental Rose—a step up, he said, from his plain old Camels. "More and more places like this arc sure to open up," Mr. Fahey said. "No one is going to stop smoking because of a ban, but maybe people can start treating cigarettes like this more like alcohol—the kind of thing you savor."

Several antismoking advocates said the lounge, indeed, seemed to comply with the legal terms of the settlement, though some said they wondered whether it was truly meeting the intent of the agreement. "Glamorizing tobacco use will encourage young people who are smokers to con​tinue doing so, and it will encourage some young people who don't smoke to do so—just because it's a glamorous, upscale place," said William V. Corr, executive director of the Campaign for Tobacco-Free Kids. "The question of whether this appeals to youth is a factual question we will have to watch."
But Richard A. Daynard, a law professor at Northeast​ern University and president of the Tobacco Control Re​source Center, said he was not bothered by the lounge, mostly because he believes the idea will not work. "It's a gimmick," he said. "I certainly would be surprised if it's still in business five years from now. The problem is that their clientele is not this, but mainly working class and poor people."
For his part, Mr. Stebbins said he had not considered whether such smoking lounges might move elsewhere too. "I'm focusing on Chicago right now," he said. Across the room, Bob Kittrell, 45, sat smoking.
"This is my place now," said Mr. Kittrell, who lives nearby. "It's the only place around that I can drink coffee and read the papers and smoke my cigarettes anymore." He was, in fact, smoking his own cigarettes, a box of ordi​nary Camels, but said he might try the Marshall McGearty mix sometime.

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Secret wealth vs. for poorer'

When Linda, a social worker in the New York area, re​ceived a significant chunk of money after her mother died, she did not divulge the amount to her husband of 15 years. Instead, she set up separate accounts earmarked for the edu​cation of their son and daughter.
Worried that her marriage would flounder once her chil​dren left home, Madame M., the wife of an Asian industrial​ist, bought an expensive apartment in central Paris to pre​pare as a possible escape hatch. The money she used had been inherited from her father. The marriage survived. But a decade later, her husband and children still don't know about the Paris property.
Such behavior is perfectly legal. But the people who en​gage in it are reluctant to use their full names for fear of destabilizing their families.
The classic marriage vows may urge "for richer, for poorer," but concealing financial activities from a spouse is hardly a new strategy. Over a century ago in his play "A Doll's House," Henrik Ibsen used the device of a wife's se​cret loan to unveil the dynamics of an unhealthy marriage.
But in an age when divorce and serial marriages have become commonplace, when many women are entering marriages earning large sums and such assets are an increas​ing component of family wealth, it is not just billionaires like Ronald Perelman, president of Revlon, and Donald Trump who are concerned about protecting what is his, what is hers and what is theirs.
While prenuptial agreements and even postnuptial agreements are increasingly being used to set boundaries, in the end, who gets what depends on legal jurisdiction, sound financial planning, national traditions and the psychologi​cal state of the marriage.
Common sense may dictate that since most countries re​quire income tax returns signed by both spouses, husbands and wives should at least know what the other is earning. But this is not necessarily so, experts in marriage counseling and family law say.
At Relate, the largest couples counseling charity in Britain, each couple is given an exit evaluation after a course of therapy. One question they are asked is, "Do you know how much your partner earns?" On the whole, peo​ple say no, said Denise Knowles, a counselor at Relate, whose clients come from all levels of society.
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In England and Wales, prenuptial agreements often are not recognized in court. Moreover, in contrast to most U.S. states or France, where the Napoleonic Code governs mar​ital property, England and Wales stipulate that all assets that are brought into the marriage or inherited can be con​sidered part of the marital estate and can be claimed by an unhappy partner, or even spouses and children from previ​ous unions.
"Many people do not understand this and have a very expensive prenuptial agreement drawn up in the United States," Maizels said. "They move to England, and later the English court will not recognize it."
Napoleonic law provides for a legal form of marriage called a separation de biens, which stipulates no community property and therefore releases each spouse from responsi​bility for his partner's debts. "Usually it is advisable to choose this regime if the husband has risky business activi​ties," Lapeyre said. In the United States, a prenuptial agree​ment would be necessary to guard one spouse from the other's debts.

"Either she never had her own money and she couldn't do things," Maizels said, "or she had wealth, but lost it sup​porting a previous partner, or worse, a partner's previous re​lationship."
To sum up, while a financial crisis may force a couple to pull together, realizing a fortune may cause a couple to squabble about things that were not debatable before. The differences can lead to separate lives, and sometimes to divorce.

Shunned for years because of its potentially disastrous effects on the environment, nuclear power has been show​ing signs of a renaissance in recent months, benefiting from concern over high energy prices, rising demand and the ecological impacts of fossil fuels.
When a reactor at the nuclear power plant at Chernobyl in southern Ukraine blew up on April 26, 1986, exposing millions of people across Europe to radiation, plans for new nuclear reactors were scrapped around the world. But senti​ment toward the industry appears to be shifting as safety and economical production of electricity from nuclear plants reaches all-time highs.
Advocates of nuclear power point to its comparatively low fuel costs. It is argued that, although expensive to build, nuclear plants are relatively cheap to run. Taking into account back-end costs such as the fabrication of ura​nium and the management of spent radioactive materials, the total fuel costs of a nuclear power plant are typically about one-third of those of a coal-fired plant and about one-quarter of those of a gas combined cycle plant, re​ported the World Nuclear Association in London.
Environmentalists are among the most vocal opponents of nuclear power, yet paradoxically it could be one of the cleanest fuels available. John Ritch, director-general of the World Nuclear Association, said that atomic energy was the only source that could meet the world's rising energy needs without threatening the environment. Unlike gas, oil and coal, nuclear plants do not emit carbon dioxide, which is thought to be a major contributor to global warming.
The United States has emerged as one of the strongest proponents of nuclear power. A recent task force has come out in favor of nuclear energy.
No new nuclear reactors have been built in the United States since March 28, 1979, when a plant at Three Mile Island in Pennsylvania malfunctioned and released radioac​tive gas into the atmosphere.
In France, the only Western European country that has had an active nuclear power construction program, sites have been designated for new power reactors and construction is expected to resume in a few years.
In other regions of the world, opposition to nuclear power has not stopped policymakers from building new re​actors. About 30 power reactors are currently being con​structed in 11 countries, notably China, Japan and South Korea, according to the Nuclear Energy Institute, based in New York.

Assuming that the pundits are correct and the nuclear power industry is on the brink of a renaissance, the suppliers of its raw material—uranium—could be the first to benefit.
"The uranium market has been a difficult place to be during recent years," said Steve Kidd, head of strategy and research at the World Nuclear Association. "The price of uranium has been depressed because of oversupply in the market; as a result, mining companies have been unable to invest in new facilities.
"There is light at the end of the tunnel and the mining companies are hopeful that prices will improve, but it will be some time before uranium suppliers see an improvement to their bottom lines."
Uranium enrichment is a critical step in transferring the naturally occurring form of the element into a fuel for reactors.
A revival of interest in nuclear power appears to have boosted interest in the nuclear generators.
Three Mile Island and Chernobyl may be fading mem​ories, but the disposal of radioactive waste remains one of the industry's most controversial issues.
Robin Jeffrey, chairman of British Energy, said that while the technical and safety issues have largely been re​solved by the creation of improved waste repositories, political issues also need to be addressed.
"The nuclear power industry needs to get much better in presenting the environmental case for nuclear power and its crucial role in combating global warming and pollu​tion," he said. "The industry needs to demonstrate that any new build program has a genuinely robust case. Given the progress made in recent years, another four years could mark a significant milestone for the industry."

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Women's work / The wages of equality: A world of unfinished business
By Erika Kinetz
In the United States, there are more women in the work force at higher levels than in any other country in the world—and they still make less than their male counter​parts. In Sweden, women's wages are high, but their role in the work force remains relatively traditional. In Germany, maternal leave is generous, but many women drop out of the work force once they have children. In Japan, the gap is not just in wages but also in the basic structure of the way men and women are employed.
In good times and in bad, women's wages have become an increasingly important component of household income and consumer spending. The shift toward service-based economies in the industrialized world has favored women in the work force—one reason they have poured into the labor market over the past three decades.
But what they find once they get there differs consider​ably throughout the developed world. That has less to do with gender politics than it does with macroeconomics, and it results—somewhat surprisingly—in women still being paid less than men in most places and for most jobs.
The reasons for this persistent inequity are complex, and they vary with geography. In many places, discrimina​tion in education and hiring is responsible for a diminish​ing fraction of the gender wage gap.
These days, having and raising children seems to be a much bigger drag on a woman's earning power. Many women choose to interrupt their careers, working part-time or temporarily dropping out, to raise children. Such decisions can permanently disrupt earning power.
To the extent that discrimination contributes to the gap between men's and women's wages, the gender wage gap is a drain on productivity. And that, economists and labor ex​perts say, could spell big trouble for a global economy struggling to shake off the past and cope with the chal​lenges of the future.
Today, narrowing the gender wage gap is less a matter of empowerment than of economics, and getting women into the work force means paying attention to a host of so​cial policies, like parental leave, taxes, and child care, as well as corporate attitudes and the practices they reinforce.
There has been progress, particularly in narrowing the gender wage gap. According to the Organization for

Economic Cooperation and Development, in the late 1990s, the latest period for which broadly comparable global data are available, the gender wage gap was narrowest in Belgium, France, Sweden, and Italy, where full-time female workers earned 83 to 90 cents for each $1 earned by men, and broad​est in Japan, Austria, and Spain, where full-time female workers earned 63 to 71 cents per male-earned dollar.
The United States, which brims with egalitarian pride, sits near the middle of the pack.
And left largely to its own devices, the free market has increased wage inequality. According to OECD data, wage inequality has remained relatively unchanged throughout much of Europe and in Japan over the last two decades, while it has increased in the United States. In the late 1990s in the United States, the wages earned by the doc​tors, lawyers, and high-level executives at the 90th per​centile of the earnings distribution were 4.5 times higher than the wages earned by the domestics and burger flip​pers at the 10th percentile. In Sweden they were 2.2 times as high and in France and Germany three times as high.
Despite the head wind of wage inequality, women's wages have closed in on men's faster in the United States than anywhere else in the developed world.
Outside the United States, the gender wage gap has nar​rowed more slowly. For one thing, real wages for men haven't stagnated as they have within the United States; also, some economists say American women, in general, are better qualified and have made deeper inroads into tra​ditionally male professions.
Among developed nations, Japan is an outlier. Despite women's high levels of education and experience, Japan has the highest gender wage gap in the developed world. According to the International Labor Organization, women in Japan earned, on average, 65.3 percent of men's salaries in 2001, up from 63.1 percent in 1997.
"There are sound economic reasons why governments have a case for intervening and making it attractive to more parents that they engage in paid work." There is no Utopia. Each system has its own strengths and weaknesses. Sweden is often held up as a model nation, but it too has its drawbacks. There is no one right answer for how to most efficiently incorporate women into the work force.

Managing globalization: If it's here to stay, what do we do now?

Two decades have passed since the word "globaliza​tion" started showing up with any frequency in discussions of business and economics. At first, the focus was on West​ern companies' trying to compete with cheaper, sometimes better imports from Japan, South Korea, China and other countries. It was a straight fight: The battle lines were drawn along each country's borders.
Later on, things became more complex. Asian compa​nies started designing and assembling products in the West. Western companies opened up new fronts by sending jobs abroad—not just in manufacturing but in service industries as well.
At the turn of the millennium, there was a lot of talk about whether globalization was a Good Thing or a Bad Thing. One side argued that it allowed big, multinational corporations to exploit workers in poor countries to pad their profit margins. The other side retorted that the ex​pansion of these corporations into the developing world offered the best hope for raising living standards. One side complained that globalization was creating and destroying industries too quickly for the labor force to adjust. The other side answered that these shifts were rapidly improv​ing the world's ability to use its resources efficiently.
Now it's pretty clear that globalization, be it good or bad, is an Unavoidable Thing. Rather than dealing with the problems of globalization head-on, it can be tempting to try to slow the process. Yet that's likely to postpone the problems, not solve them. Unless every country simultane​ously decides to close its borders to commerce, migration and financial transactions, globalization will continue. Tar​iffs exist, of course, as do restrictions on foreign workers and foreign investment. But as technology for moving goods, people and information improves, globalization will accelerate.
How and why this is happening is well-trodden terri​tory. Moreover, arguing about whether it's good or bad has become something of a simplistic activity. There are clearly winners and losers, and they're identified every day through layoffs, profit figures and the cash registers of retail stores carrying ever-wider selections at ever-lower prices.

The more relevant question now is how to manage the transition to a more globalized world. In theory, the gains of the winners in trade always outweigh the costs to the losers. So how can those gains be distributed so that every​body wins, at least a little bit?
People are making decisions every day that change the impact of globalization on their lives. Parents choose whether to pay for extra language lessons for their chil​dren. The chief executive in a dying industry weighs how much his company should invest in researching new prod​ucts. A government minister tries to figure out how to keep her country's brightest scientists from moving overseas.
Yet it's not easy to plan for the future without knowing what the future will look like. Back in the 1980s, Ameri​cans were encouraging their children to learn Japanese. Now, Chinese is the language of choice. Solar-powered cars were all the rage, then electrical hybrids. In the next decade, fuel cells may take over. Though India still watches as hundreds of its brightest graduates head to the United States every year, more and more are staying home to start their own businesses.
The ground-level challenges require flexible solutions. Developing specific skills, inventing specific technologies or passing specific laws to fit the circumstances of the mo​ment may not be enough.
It may be more important to develop skills that help you to pick up more skills, to invent technologies that set the stage for generations of innovation, and to pass laws that open the door to several different kinds of regulation—in other words, to create a platform for flexible decision​making in the midst of rapid changes.
Education, pension rules, intellectual property laws, tax policy, research spending, job training and the financial system—all of these areas are feeling the effects of globalization.
The integration of the global economy is making every single topic more complex. But each one is also involved in the solutions to those big challenges.
With that knowledge in hand, a few more winners may appear on the battlefield of the global economy.

The largest study ever to ask whether a low-fat diet re​duces the risk of getting cancer or heart disease has found that the diet has no effect.
The $415 million federal study involved nearly 49,000 women aged 50 to 79 who were followed for eight years. In the end, those assigned to a low-fat diet had the same rates of cancer, heart attacks and strokes as those who ate whatever they pleased, researchers reported Wednesday.
"These studies are revolutionary," said Dr. Jules Hirsch, physician in chief emeritus at Rockefeller University in New York City, who has spent a lifetime studying the effects of diets on weight and health. "They should put a stop to this era of thinking that we have all the information we need to change the whole national diet and make everybody healthy."
The results, the study investigators agreed, do not jus​tify recommending low-fat diets to the public to reduce their heart disease and cancer risk. The investigators added that the best dietary advice was to follow federal guidelines for healthy eating—less saturated fats and trans fats, more grains and more fruits and vegetables.
Not everyone was convinced. Some, like Dr. Dean Or​nish, a longtime promoter of low-fat diets and president of the Preventive Medicine Research Institute in Sausalito, California, said that the women did not reduce their fat to low enough levels or eat enough fruits and vegetables. He also said the study, even at eight years, did not give the diets enough time.
Others said that diet could still make a difference, at least with heart disease, if people were to eat the so-called Mediterranean diet, low in saturated fats like butter and high in oils like olive oil. The women in the study reduced all kinds of fat. But the Mediterranean diet has not been subjected to a study of this scope, researchers said.
Barbara Howard, an epidemiologist1 at MedStar Research Institute, a nonprofit hospital group, and a princi​pal investigator in the study, said people should realize that diet alone is not enough to stay healthy.
"We are not going to reverse any of the chronic diseases in this country by changing the composition of the diet," Howard said. "People are always thinking it's what they ate. They are not looking at how much they ate or that they smoke or that they are sedentary."
Except for not smoking, the evidence for advice on what makes a healthy lifestyle is largely indirect, Howard

said. Most medical re-searchers agree, however, that it also makes sense for people to eat well, control their weight and get regular exercise.
Others cautioned against being too certain that any particular diet would markedly improve health and noted that whether someone developed a chronic disease might not be entirely under their control—genetics also matters.
In this case, the diet study addressed a tricky problem. For decades, many scientists have said, and many in the public have believed, that what people eat determines how likely they are to get a chronic disease. But that has been hard to prove.
There is a common belief that Americans get fat because they eat too many carbohydrates. The idea is that a high-carbohydrate, low-fat diet leads to weight gain, higher insulin and blood glucose levels, and more diabetes, even if the calories are the same as in a higher-fat diet. That did not happen in the study.
Others have said the opposite: that low-fat diets enable people to lose weight naturally. But again, that belief was not supported by the data in the study.
As for heart disease risk factors, the only one affected was LDL cholesterol, which increases heart disease risk. The levels were slightly higher in women eating the higher-fat diet, but not high enough to make a noticeable differ​ence in their risk of heart disease.
Although all the study participants were women, results should also apply to men.
